Procedure: Will be a mass start from a dead engine..All machines must be in the start area by 11.00am .No

assistance is permitted in the start area. Route markings: Will be by fluorescent ribbon, flags and arrows

Machines: Solo bikes with rear enduro tyre fitted Excessively noisy machines will not be permitted to start.

Conduct of the Event : The purpose of the event is to cover the greatest number of laps of the course within the allotted time. This will be approximately 2 hours per class subject to the decision of the Clerk of the Course .At the

end of each lap, riders must stop and have their number taken by the officials.

The onus is on riders to make sure their number is clean. Route checks will also operate where riders will also have their card punched. The course will close after 2 hours. On completion of their final lap, riders must ensure that their finishing time is noted as this will determine their position with regard to competitors who have completed an equal number of laps.
Refuelling/Servicing: Can take place at the area indicated by green flags .

Engines must be stopped during fuel replenishment. All competitors must provide a fire extinguisher.

All competitors must wear body armor and appropriate clothing Penalties: Refuelling /servicing outside the designated areas exclusion Riding in a manner likely to bring the sport into

disrepute or failure to observe an official exclusion Leaving the marked course/riding in the wrong direction exclusion Course cutting / deviating from marked route exclusion
